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Register now for Evidence-Based Practices of Community Supervision: Part I, A Focus on Current Issues and Trends Webinar

Probation and parole are vital components of any efficient criminal justice system, although they have not always been seen as such. Now, more than ever, jurisdictions are committing more resources towards probation and parole in order to increase the effectiveness of community supervision with the intent to reduce recidivism and costs while protecting public safety. With funding from the Bureau of Justice Assistance and in partnership with the National Reentry Resource Center, the American Probation and Parole Association (APPA) has developed a two-part webinar series on Evidence-Based Practices of Community Supervision. The series will highlight common approaches to community supervision implemented by both probation and parole agencies, as well as what distinguishes them from one another.

The first webinar in the series will address the use of evidence-based practices (EBPs) for supervising both adults and juveniles. Presenters will discuss the importance of using screening and assessment tools for individuals on supervision, engaging community stakeholders in the supervision process, balancing sanctions with incentives to promote behavior change and compliance among probationers and parolees, and developing recidivism-reduction training for staff, among other topics. The presenters will also summarize the implementation and success stories of EBPs in their respective jurisdictions.

The webinar will draw in part from the lessons of the recent Council of State Governments Justice Center publication, A Ten-Step Guide to Transforming Probation Departments to Reduce Recidivism. The guide, which was co-authored by Dr. Geraldine Nagy (one of the webinar's co-presenters) provides probation leaders with a roadmap to overhaul the operations of their agencies so they can increase public safety in their communities and improve rates of compliance among people they are supervising.
